[Second Announcement]Requirements for resuming some research activities

While the spread of new coronavirus infections continues, based on the “Kanazawa
University’s Guideline to Prevent the Spread of Coronavirus Disease 2019 (COVID-19)
as of May 19, 2020,” research activity level has been lowered to Level 3. Please inform
your faculty members that the following requirements will continue and that research
activities on the campus will be allowed only when it is unavoidable, taking into account
the necessity, importance, and continuity.

When a graduate student resumes his/her research, the primary supervisor should assess
the necessity and obtain the approval from the dean, director, or head of the departments
(hereinafter referred to as “director(s)”). (Other requirements are the same as for faculties.)

In addition, please note that this policy may be changed in accordance with the decision of

the country, prefecture or city.

Note

1. Requirements for resuming research

(1)Faculties are required to report their body temperature and subjective symptoms for the last
2 weeks, following the steps (1) and @) below.
(DWhen resuming research, it is assumed that there is no fever and no subjective symptoms
for 2 weeks.
3¢ On the conditions of no fever and subjective symptoms for two weeks from the day of
moving to Ishikawa Prefecture, those who have moved from areas where emergency
measures should be implemented are allowed to come to campus.
@They should use the format of the Health Service Center (health check sheet) and the

director(s).

Even after starting research, please continue to check body temperature and subjective
symptoms.

(See “2. Requirements for continuing research”)

(2)Each faculty member must notify the department director(s) in advance of the necessity and

content of research work.



However, when a graduate student resumes research, the primary supervisor should access
the necessity and obtain the approval from the director.

Also, please bring your meals with you as much as possible.

3 The means of notification and confirmation methods shall be determined by each

department according to the actual situation.

(3)Regarding the research environment, not only individual faculty members, but also each

laboratory and department as a whole should thoroughly implement the following 1) to 3.

(DSocial distancing
Keep a distance from each other (securing a space of about 4 m / person)
*Room ventilation, etc.
@Temporal separation / isolation
*Implementation of shift work, etc.
(@Other infection prevention measures
= Disinfection of parts touched by multiple people
+ Wearing a mask, washing hands.

* Always keeping alcohol disinfectants in each laboratory, etc.

For the above (1) to ), please refer to the practical examples provided by the Health
Service Center, the government and others, and make every effort to prevent infection and
maintain the above research environment for the duration of the research. (See “2.

Requirements for continuing research”)

2. Requirements for continuing research

(1) Director(s) must always keep track of faculties who work on campus.

(2) Social distancing, temporal separation / isolation, disinfection, wearing a mask, washing
hands, keeping alcohol disinfectants, etc. shall be implemented. (Keep “1. Research resumption

requirements” (3).)

(3) Daily thermometry and recording of subjective symptoms should be continued after the
research is resumed. If you have a fever, respiratory symptoms such as abnormal taste and
smell, cough, nasal discharge, or symptoms such as headaches and diarrhea, etc., refrain from
going to work. At that time, as a general rule, you should report the symptoms to the
director(s) and consult with the Health Service Center through the department, and depending
on the symptoms, stay at home, consult with the public health center, or visit a medical

institution, etc.
