[33rd Report] <IMPORTANT>Notice on New Coronavirus Infectious Disease

Although the infection situation is now under control, a highly contagious variant, Omicron, has
been confirmed in Japan, and thorough infection prevention measures are still required.

Please do not underestimate the risks associated with high-risk activities such as traveling to
epidemic areas, and continues to take measures to prevent infection.

The Moderna COVID-19 Vaccine will be used for the booster shots (the 3rd dose) at Kanazawa
University and you will receive a half of the original Moderna dose. To receive the booster shot, a
vaccination coupon for the booster shot is required. If you haven’'t submitted the coupon for the
previous doses (the 1st and 2nd vaccination) yet, your vaccination records are not registered in your
municipality and the coupon for the booster shot will not be issued. So be sure to submit it.

The counters at each campus will be closed for 6 days, from December 29 to January 3, for the
year-end and New Year holidays. Please keep in mind the following points.

1.Constantly update your and your parents/guardians contact information in the Student Information
Service®.

2. Contact the number below if you are in an emergency or in the situation of Mor @case:
