The lottery will be done by the
system, so please be sure to register through the Student Information Service during the registration period in Q2. If students

do not register during the registration period in Q2, they will not be the subjects for the lottery.

Lottery Results Open : May 23rd (Fri) 9:00

*When registering, please be sure to check the subject number, the name of research field, the supervisor, and be careful not to make any mistake.

*If you wish to register for a research field offered by other graduate school, you must register during the registration period in Q2.

*If you have not decided on a research field, or if you wish to change your chosen field, you must register again during the correction period. In the case of
registration during the correction period, requests will be accepted on a first-come, first-served basis within the number of vacancies.

*Changes in registration for “Laboratory Rotation I/II” will be accepted during May 23rd (Fri) 12:30 ~ May 28th (Wed) 23:59 only.

*If you wish to register during the correction period in June in order to retake “Laboratory Rotation I/11” as a result of having your grades determined after

Q1, please notify the Graduate School Affairs Section.

4. Taking “Laboratory Rotation I/11”
Please follow the supervisor of each research fields. You must submit “Report on Completion of Laboratory Rotation” to the

supervisor of “Laboratory Rotation I/II” right after completing.
